In the beginning of 2017, the Youth Services Department entered into a contractual agreement with County 13 
Administration to guide the Results Based Accountability Performance Management System. The three-year 14 
agreement provided resources for the salary and fringe of a .5 FTE within the Youth Services Department from 15 
County Administration. 16 
 17 
In 2018, it was decided that County Administration would pull Results Based Accountability within their own 18 
department and couple the .5 FTE with the Criminal Justice Coordinator position, thus leaving Youth Services 19 
without funding for their .5 FTE.  20 
 21 
This requested budget adjustment will reduce the overall revenues as well as expenses for 2018 as the loss of 22 
the contract meant that this .5FTE position was not sustained.  23

Re: Review of Local Advisory Boards of Assessment Review 
 
When my office was consolidated back in 1970, the local Advisory Board of Assessment Review were 
created because of the initial charter vote.  They were created to ensure that the local towns could 
continue as a part of the assessment process.  The concept of a county wide assessment office hadn’t been 
tried in NYS since Nassau County was consolidated back in 1938 (and hasn’t been successfully enacted since 
Tompkins County). 
 
In the past few years, the number of people who have attended the Local Advisory Board of Assessment 
Review has dwindled.  Even as the number of changes in assessment might increase from one year to the 
next, there is still not a corresponding number of increases in local BAR reviews. 
 
Since 2010, there has been a noticeable decrease in the amount of local hearings.  My office started to 
focus on the in-office informal assessment review process around this time.  We attempt to make sure that 
either a property owner’s complaint is heard and their assessment is reduced or the process is explained to 
the owner resulting in a better understanding of the process by the property owner.  This renewed focus on 
the informal assessment review has caused a decrease in the number of people taking their case to the 
County BAR and the local BARs. 
 
At the August GO meeting, it was determined to proceed along the path of amending the county charter to 
say that the Local BARs may meet, and to suspend the meetings for a one year trial period. 
 
At the request of the GO Committee, TCCOG was consulted requesting their feelings if the County Charter 
was amended to allow for a suspension of the Local BARs for a one year trial period.  While there were 
some reservations, the overwhelming consensus was to try the suspension for the local BARs for one year 
and to revisit the issue again for next year.   
 
To help alleviate some of the need for the Local BARs, my office will investigate the possibility of holding 
informal assessment review meetings out in the towns where we anticipate the most review activity.  All 
the members of TCCOG present at their August meeting, thought this was a good idea. 
 
My office will also present to GO a report outlining the effect this change had on a property owner’s ability 
to contest their assessment.

Background 13 
The Department of Planning and Sustainability has received a NYSERDA Clean Energy Communities Program grant 14 
to help green the County fleet. There is already funding in the 2018 budget to purchase two electric vehicles and 15 
related charging stations. The requested action would make funding available to support department requests for four 16 
additional vehicles and their related charging stations, for a total of six in 2018. 17 
 18 
In 2018, the Tompkins County Department of Health proposes to acquire five new electric vehicles and the 19 
Department of Recycling and Materials Management proposes to acquire one new electric vehicle.  20 
 21 
Budget Implications 22 
Grant funds of $5,000 per vehicle are available to match County funds used to support the cost differential between an 23 
electric vehicle and a conventional vehicle for up to 15 new vehicles between now and the end of January 2021.  24 
 25 
Grant funds are also available to cover the equipment (estimated to be $1,800) to purchase a charging station for each 26 
new PEV and our Facilities Department has committed to installing the stations, assuming a viable location can be 27 
identified.  28
